 Types of Food Accepted Guide: 
 
 

Shelf Stable, i.e. non-perishable: Products that can 
be safely stored at room temp. 

 

Perishable food: Products that are likely to spoil or 
decay if not kept refrigerated at 41°F or below, such 
as meat, dairy, or vegetables. 

Prepared foods: Products that were prepared hot 
but have been cooled to 41°F or below or frozen for 
safe distribution. Deli prepared foods are 
sandwiches, salads, etc. that are packaged to go.
